BALL-BEARING RACK

The new style ball bearing rack is now sup-
plied on all Littell Feeds. The components or the
parts shown in this exploded view are the parts
that determine the amount of throw of the rack
and therefore the feed length, Excessive wear or
looseness on any of these parts will cause in-
accuracies in the feed length. The slider block,
item 14, the adjusting screw, item 8, the ball
bearing rack assembly, item 17, should all be
checked frequently. Where excessive wear
shows, they should be replaced to insure ac-
curacy of feed length.
